National Register of Historic Places

Staff working in Pennsylvania’s National Register
program understand the value of our commonwealth’s
history and have therefore assumed a leadership role in
documenting its significant places. Noteworthy staff-led
documentation efforts have included: the Appalachian
Trail (Pennsylvania’s segment), the Adams County Fruit
Belt and pose-WWII suburbs. These efforts have resulted
in the Appalachian Trail and the Adams County Fruit
Belt being determined eligible for listing in the National
Register. Post-WWII suburb documentation is ongoing.

Our commonwealth’s archaeological resources have
traditionally been under-represented in the National
Register program. Within this past year, however, staff -
have written a Field Guide to Archaeological Features on Walt Disney Elementary School, Bucks County
Farmsteads and registration requirements for nominating
historic schools to the National Register for their
archaeological potential. To better assist local governments in making informed decisions about

planning issues, staff also prepared Planning Guidance for Archaeological Sites. The purpose of this
guidance is to encourage planners to incorporate archaeology into county and municipal comprehensive
plans. The document also provides basic language that may be incorporated into planning documents
and guidance on identifying areas with a high probability of containing archaeological sites.
